FIN254 Term Report Guidelines

The purpose of this term paper is to make bridge between the theoretical contents taught in this course with real world practices. The goal is to analyze the financial statements of 2 publicly listed corporations (except any Financial Institution or Service Company) in Bangladesh from the same industry. The analysis should lead to the recommendation of a specific course of action – for example which company’s stock to invest in. The recommendation should be well supported by the analysis. This report will help students in personal financial planning and give them the basics of analyzing corporate financial statements. The term report should be submitted in a group and each group should comprise of 4-5 members. To collect the Annual Reports you can check the company websites or the DSE library. After collecting the reports, each of the group with assigned companies is instructed to do the following requirements.

The project consists of four sections: 

1. Financial Analysis: Students are required to choose two listed companies and calculate ratios for 4 years starting 2015-2018. Calculation of the Ratios includes the following (Liquidity, Activity, Debt, Profitability and Market Ratios).
2. Combined Analysis of the Ratios: (Cross sectional and Time Series). This section should include interpretation of the company’s ratios along with the trend graphs, and explain how these values can have an impact on the management, operations & stockholders.
3. Recommendation: Based on the calculations and findings, students should come up with conclusion about which stock they should be investing in and also discuss about improvement scopes which will help them in the future.
4. Conclusion
Students will need to know three things to compete the project: 

1. know the course material: book and lectures and discussions 

2. know how to use MS EXCEL 

3. know the contents of the stockholder’s report and understand what parties are interested in the reports and why

General Requirements:

· The analysis should be based on class discussions. 
· Each group needs to submit both the printed version (hard copy) and the soft copy of the report.

· Each group must show the calculation in MS Office Excel and attach the file in a CD or email along with the hard copy submission.

Integrity Policy:
